One Sunday afternoon in December, the Presidents of
Little Theatre of Virginia Beach (LTVB), Little Theatre of
Norfolk (LTN) and the Generic Theater met to have a
brainstorming session about what each theater could do to
help the others. Resources discussed included manpower,
marketing, sharing of props and costumes, etc. Out of that
meeting came an idea for a consortium of local theaters,
which created a lot interest from other venues. Currently
the venues involved include LTVB, LTN, Generic Theater,
40t Street Stage, and The Venue on 38. Other interested
theater groups include The Backstage Diva, Shakespeare By
The Sea, and Foppish Dandies.

The group chose a name for the consortiumd Tidewater
Independent Stages (TIS)d and started moving forward.
TIS members are meeting monthly, working on a mission
statement, creating a website, and planning marketing and
cooperative events.
