Playwright Bernard Slade was born in On-
tario, and began his career as an actor. In the mid-
1960s, he relocated to Hollywood and worked as a
writer for television sitcoms, including Bewitched.
He went on to create the series Love on a Rooftop,
The Flying Nun, The Partridge Family, and Bridget
Loves Bernie.

Despite his success in TV, Slade returned to the
theater in 1975 with his play Same Time, Next Year,
about a couple who are married to others but meet
once-a-year for sex and conversation. With Charles
Grodin and Ellen Burstyn in the leads, the play was a
major hit and Slade received the Drama Desk Award
and a Tony Award nomination for Best Play. He fol-
lowed with Tribute and Romantic Comedy. Slade
wrote the screenplays for the film versions of all three
plays, and was Oscar-nominated for his screen adap-
tation of Same Time, Next Year.
